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How to be a GREAT member of an ensemble on a trip / 

Trip Expectations
In order for everyone to have a great time on this trip, students must agree to a few expectations that will keep our all of our choir members safe and happy:

Hotel: 

· Make a plan with your roommates about getting up on time, setting an alarm, who needs to shower when, etc. Then, stick to the plan you made so everyone can be up, dressed, and packed up in time to eat breakfast! 

· Keep your room neat. Don’t make hotel staff’s job harder than it needs to be – these are hard-working people that deserve our consideration and respect. 
· Don’t keep other people awake – everyone has a big performance and Six Flags day that we want to have lots of energy for on Saturday. 

Dinner/Mall: 

· Stay seated while everyone enjoys their meal. Sometimes some tables are served earlier or later, but we will all stay at dinner until our entire group is finished. Remember, it isn’t polite to eat and run!

· Stay with your groups in the mall. Students must be with a chaperone at all times if they are walking outside the mall or on the Riverwalk. 

Saturday Morning:

· Be on time. 

· Give your best performance! Then, be prepared to be a good audience for our CSMS orchestra!

· After both groups are done performing, change quickly – let’s not lose any time at the park!

· “Thank You’s,” “Yes ma’ams,”  and “Yes sirs,” to every adult involved

Six Flags Fiesta Texas:

· Have fun and stay together with your group at Fiesta Texas all day
· If one group member gets lost, ALL group members and their chaperone should return to our “meeting place” -- SANGERFEST HALLE.  Any lost students should make their way here and remain until reunited with their group. 

· Check in with your chaperone IN PERSON at least once during this time: (3 PM-5PM). 

· Follow the park’s rules: no offensive language, rough-housing, cutting in line, etc. Duh! Don’t be THAT GUY. (or THAT GIRL)
· Meet at 7 PM at Sangerfeste Halle to take attendance, then walk as one large group to the buses. 
Phones: 

· Phones are encouraged on this trip. Exchanging  phone numbers between chaperones and group members at the start of the trip is a good way to stay connected in case of emergency. 
· While phones are allowed, phones are NOT PERMITTED during our time at the performance site. Phones should be turned off and put away, NOT in your pocket.
Chaperoned Groups:

· Treat your chaperone like $1,000,000. They have given up their weekend AND are paying to take care of you on this trip. Every interaction with a chaperone should end with you telling them THANK YOU. 

· Have fun together with your group! 

· Be flexible, be inclusive, and be kind to your roommates.

· Treat all other group members with respect. 

· Watch out for one another in public places. If something feels fishy, get in touch with Mrs. Holzner or a chaperone right away. 

CSMS Choir Behavior:
· Your behavior reflects upon CSMS Choir. Your language, actions, and choices must be school-appropriate and polite. If they are not, consequences may include school consequences, detention, ISS, suspension, removal from the trip, or loss of trip privileges (time out at Six Flags, etc.)
· Students should also follow rules and expectations set forth by every establishment – the hotel, restaurant, performance site, and Fiesta Texas.

· Obvious stuff: sleep in your assigned room, no illegal substances, etc.
